The Lord revealed His Divine Nature to His 
Apostles. At once they hid themselves for 
fear of the Lord. Amen.

Let us ponder, why do we hide from the 
Lord?

The Institution of the Eucharist
Our Lord revealed to His 
Apostles, “one of you is a 
devil” (John 6:70)
For he did not believe that 
the Lord would come in the 
Breaking of the Bread and 
pouring of Wine (John 6:50-
71). Amen.

Let us ponder, do you deny 
God’s Presence in the 
Eucharist?

Joyful Mysteries

The Annunciation
The Lord’s Conception is announced to 
His Mother, who bore Him in total poverty. 
Amen.

Let us ponder, why did the Lord choose to 
come in total poverty? For the Lord is rich 
in everything.

The Visitation
The Lord is in His Mother’s womb. He 
journeys with His Mother to Her cousin 
Elizabeth’s house. There the unborn Baby 
Jesus greets John the Baptist, who is in his 
mother’s womb, as well. Amen.

Let us ponder, why did the Lord choose 
to reveal that John the Baptist leapt in his 
mother’s womb, at the greeting of Jesus’ 
Mother?

The Nativity
The Birth of God in total poverty amongst 
the animals attending the fields. Amen.

Let us ponder, why was the Lord not born in 
a castle where kings live? God chose to be 
born in a manger, which is a feeding trough 
for animals. O’ the Lord beckons those who 
are humble, who reject the worldly ways. 

The Presentation
The Ever-Virgin Mary took Her Son to the 
Temple to present Him.  Simeon prophesized 
to the Virgin Mary that a sword would pierce 
Her Heart, as well as Her Son’s. Amen.

Let us ponder, why was the Virgin Mary 
chosen to bear such suffering with Her Son?

The Finding of Jesus
   in the Temple
The Christ Child was found in 
the Temple among the doctors 
and Jewish scribes. Amen.

Let us ponder, why did the 
Christ Child choose to be 
separated from His parents 
and be found in the Temple 
after three days of journey?

Sorrowful Mysteries
The Agony in the Garden
Jesus went to pray, for He was about to 
enter into His Passion. Amen.

Let us ponder, do you pray when trial arises 
or do you give in?

The Scourging of the Lord at the Pillar
Jesus is scourged.  He is whipped and beaten.  
He suffers the scourging so we might not fall 
into the sins of the flesh. Amen.

Let us ponder, do you reject sin?  Do you wish to 
uphold the sanctity of the Presence of the Lord 
in your tabernacle of the body?  For whoever 
says sin is not sin has an unclean spirit.

The Crowning With Thorns
Jesus was beaten and crowned with large 
thorns on His Adorable Head,  which bled for 
us so we might rid ourselves of sinful thinking. 
Amen.  

Let us ponder, what do you think about? 
Is it pleasing to the Lord?

The Carrying of the Cross
Jesus carries the Cross of Redemption at Calvary 
for our sins. Amen.

Let us ponder, do we carry our cross so we can 
unite it with Jesus at Calvary?
Or do we throw our cross down and claim sin 
is not sin? Do we seek the viewpoint of the 
world instead of the faith of the Lord’s?

The Crucifixion
Jesus is condemned to die on a Cross, which 
He did for humanity to reconcile us to His 
Father. Amen.

Let us ponder, what we have done? Who do 
we need to ask forgiveness from?  Or do we 
presume we do not need to ask for forgiveness?

Glorious Mysteries
The Resurrection
Jesus rose from the dead on the third day 
to reveal He is the Messiah, the Lord who 
redeems. Amen.

Let us ponder, why do we refuse to rise 
with Christ?
Why do we refuse to live among the living?
Why do we choose to walk among the dead 
in Christ?

The Ascension
Jesus rose to the Father to sit 
next to Him, the great I AM.
Jesus will be your Judge, 
so by Jesus’ ways we are to 
live. Amen.

Let us ponder, if you were 
judged today by Jesus would 
you merit Heaven or Hell?

The Descent of the Holy Spirit
The Blessed Mother is with the Apostles, 
praying in the Cenacle, for Her Son to 
send His Spirit into the hearts of them.  
Amen.

Let us ponder, why did Pentecost, the 
birth of the Catholic Church, happen 
through His Mother and the Apostles in 
the Upper Room?

The Assumption of the
  Blessed Virgin Mary
The Blessed Virgin Mary is taken Body 
and Soul to Heaven, where choirs of 
angels sing Her praises.  Amen.

Let us ponder, why was the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, the Tabernacle of Her 
Son’s dwelling, taken Body and Soul to 
Heaven?

The Blessed Virgin Mary is Crowned
  Queen of Heaven and of Earth
The Blessed Virgin Mary is crowned Queen, 
for She is always victorious.  She is crowned 
by Her Son as His Mother, by the Holy Spirit 
as His Most Chaste Spouse, by God the Father 
as His Beloved Daughter.  Amen.

Let us ponder, why is the Virgin Mary the 
Advocate to Her Son on our behalf, the 
Mediatrix of all graces, and the Co-redemptrix 
of humanity?  For She was with the Redeemer 
at the Cross and shared in His suffering, so 
we might become heirs of salvation.  Amen. 

(“Co” in Co-redemptrix means “with”-never 
equal.)

Luminous Mysteries
The Baptism of Christ
When John the Baptist was at the river 
baptizing his followers with water, Jesus 
came to be baptized as well. Amen.

Let us ponder the gifts of Baptism, why were 
we made clean through this Sacrament, 
which makes us heirs of the Kingdom?
